Signing Up
1. When you visit the ClassChatter page, if you don’t already have an account, choose Sign-Up:
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2. Next, choose Sign Up Now:
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3. Verify that you agree to the Terms and Agreements:
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4. Provide your personal information for the account:
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*The 'Teacher Name' is how students will know you in the ClassChatter
system (i.c."Mr. Smith')




5. Next, choose the class name and login that you’d like to use for this blog:
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*The ‘class log in' is like a user name it must be only one word, and must
be unique in the ClassChatter system

** The ‘Class Title' can be a descriptive name for your class (i.e. "7th
Period English") it is how your class will be identified in its homepage.





Preparing your Blog
1. Login to the teacher account that you’ve created:
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2. Choose a class (you will only have one class if you’ve just finished the account creation process):
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3. You will see 

a. Topic Blogs: Use these to discuss class-related topics (e.g. Book chats, homework conversation, etc.)

b. Student Blogs: Use these to create blogs for your students to post (e.g. journals, project logs, etc.).

c. Inbox: If using email feature

d. Assignments: If creating blog posts as class assignments.
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4. Adding Students:

a. Students can be added, one-at-a-time, by choosing the Students link at the left.
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5. Topic blogs are created by choosing the Topic Blogs link and then adding a title for the post and a description, if appropriate:
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6. You can add links to web images or format text, using the formatting toolbar, below the post.

7. Create an assignment blog, just like you did for the topic blog:
